Summer Floods
  The lower half of New Zealandʼs North Island 
experienced serious flooding followed by severe 
gale-force winds in mid-February. Normally, 
February is the best summer month in New 
Zealand with warm, dry, settled weather. Climate 
experts said that the heavy rainfall and flooding 
was a once in a 100 year occurrence.
  Thousands of people in towns and on farms had 
to be evacuated from their homes to the safety 
of school or community halls. Many streams and 
rivers burst their banks, flooding large areas of 
farmland and flowing through towns and villages. 
A few houses were totally or partially destroyed by 
the torrents of water, but most damage was done 
when the floodwaters flowed through houses and

over farms.
   In many places water levels rose so fast that 
there was not enough time to prepare for the 
flooding. Water levels were more than two metres 
deep in some houses. Carpets, furniture, clothes, 
appliances and food were ruined. Many people lost 

irreplaceable precious personal photos and other 
sentimental items. 
  It is estimated that clean-up costs and road and 
rail repairs will total more than $NZ200 million. 
Private insurance payouts are likely to be about the 
same.

  The flame relay for the next Olympic Games will 
start in Melbourne, Victoria, Australia. 
  The next Games will be held in Athens, Greece in 
August 2004.  It is the first time in history that the 
relay is to start in a country other than Greece. Pre-
viously the relay had always begun in Greece. 
  The question "Why Melbourne?" will probably 
be asked, and the answer is that many Greeks live 
in Melbourne. Melbourne has the second largest 
Greek population, after Athens. This is a surprising 
statistic, and most people expect cities in Greece 
would have a larger population.
  The Olympic flame will be flown to Sydney from 
Greece on June 4, 2004 and it arrives in Melbourne 
on the 5th. According to a fixed schedule, the flame 
goes to important places in Melbourne such as the 

Royal Childrenʼs Hospital, Greek Street (Lonsdale 
Street), Flinders Street Station, Port Melbourne, 
Albert Park (also the location of the F1 Grand Prix 
Race Course) and St Kilda Beach. 
  It is considered that the highlight of the flames re-
lay in Melbourne will be at the Melbourne Cricket 
Ground (MCG). The Olympic Games in 1956 were 
held there, and an attempt will be made to repro-
duce the atmosphere of the opening ceremony of 
that year. A game of Footy (Australian Football) is 
to be held, as well.
  In the future, Melbourne may put itself forward 
as a candidate for the Olympic Games once more. 
Some locals are beginning to say "this is a great 
first step."

  Mobile products producer Dots Mobile said it 
would provide ʻmobile phone mosquito control  ̓
service through SK Telecom. That service enables 
the cellular phone user to make a sound that 
mosquitoes dislike. 
  According to Dots Mobile, female mosquitoes 
that bite people, have a habit of avoiding male 
mosquitoes. If a mobile phone speaker produces a 
sound in the bands of 12~15KHz, male mosquitoes 
and female mosquitoes do not approach within 
a 1m radius. Portable mosquito control devices 
which used the same principle are being sold on 

the market at between 10,000 and 20,000 won, and 
PC software is also currently available. However, 
this is the first time for mobile phones.
  People can download and install the software into 
their mobile phones by connecting wireless internet 
ʻNateʼ. It costs 3,000 won for the download. 
Once installed, you can use the service without 
downloading it again.
  As almost everyone carries mobile phones like a 
body part, it may be popular. Dots Mobile thinks 
the service is reasonable when it is compared with 
other mosquito control devices.
