"How to go to South Korea"

  Tatsuo(s travelogue has started ! I tell you, the 
readers, through! this column about foreign things 
and affairs with my experience which traveled in 
various countries. The þrst memorable time is the 
country next door, South Korea.
  Recently this country has become very familiar 
with us like the real distance through the co-
sponsorship of the soccer World Cup (Japan and 
South Korea) last year and the TV program which 
Mr. Kusanagi, a member of SMAP, speaks Korean. 
Let's introduce about South Korea.
  In this time I show you how to go to South 
Korea. When you go abroad, you may think an 
airplane as a means of transportation. But, there is 
the regular service of a ship to some neighboring 
countries including South Korea.

There are some routes to South Korea by ships. I 
have boarded the KANPU ferry which connects 
Shimonoseki in Japan and Pusan in South Korea.
